
Achievements  
• 18,064 DRC refugees returned from the Republic of Congo (RoC) to Equateur Province since the beginning of this year. The voluntary 

repatriation operation started on 5 May 2012. Since then UNHCR and partners assisted 126,909 individuals to return to Equateur.  

• UNHCR has organized the voluntary repatriation of 6,241 DRC refugees from the Central African Republic. The operation ended on May 5
th
  

2014. 

•  By the end of May 2014 the caseload of refugees from the Central African Republic relocated to the 4 camps in Equateur and Oriental 
provinces had reached 29,757 persons (29,279 in Equateur and 478 in Oriental Province) out of a total of 58,536 refugees.  

• Some 2,552 Rwandan refugees returned to Rwanda from Bukavu and Goma with UNHCR’s support during the month of May 2014.
